· Important “Right to Know” information – Compliance Mandatory:  If not completed already, be advised that all chemical products in all classrooms and other rooms in all buildings throughout the entire district must be segregated into two categories as follows:
Category 1:  Products which are not labeled or improperly labeled, products which are labeled and outdated, products which will not be used in the future.  Although this primarily impacts Science, Art and Pre-school classrooms, teachers in all classrooms and staff in all other rooms must be informed of this requirement and comply immediately.  If not done so already, notify building custodians to remove all such items immediately.  Rivera Staff will be checking classrooms for compliance. 
Category 2:  Products which are properly labeled not outdated and which will be used in the future
Note:  One way to acquire the proper labels for normally used items is through the internet.  If you care to, simply type in the brand name of the company or product followed by a colon and then the letters MSDS.  This should bring you to a listing of the company and/or product with an MSDS reference.  The MSDS guide should provide you with the ingredient list (Label) as required.  (Ex.  Crayola; MSDS)
